Help me remember to share your good news 
this Advent and Christmas time  

God uses ordinary people like you and me to spread the extraordinary 
message of God’s love – just like the shepherds were the first to tell others 
about the birth of Jesus, God’s son.  
Craftivism is a way of spreading a message by using craft.  
You will need some fabric or thin card, some ribbon, some fabric pens or 
felt tip pens, and a stapler or needle and thread.  
Cut some triangle shapes out of card or brightly coloured fabric.  
They need to be all the same shape and size and about 5 cm in length.  
Think of a Christmas message to share – maybe “Jesus is born”. You need 
one triangle for each letter.  
Decorate the triangles with the letters for your message. You could colour 
or paint them or collage them or even embroider them if you’re feeling 
creative!  
Sew or staple the triangles (in the right order) onto the piece of ribbon. Now 
hang your banner somewhere where people can see it.
