Introduction: What would be helpful to know in my planning? 

Our theme for this month is óhomeô, and in todayôs passage Jesus gives us a tantalising glimpse of 
what Godôs home in Heaven might look like. Of course, we donôt get too much information and are 
left to draw our own conclusions. In this metaphorical vision of heaven, various translations offer 
us the idea that Godôs house has many rooms, mansions (can a mansion fit inside a house?) or, 
in our recommended translation, dwelling places. 
 
There may be children/young people in your group who donôt have stable living accommodation 
so you will need to be aware of their feelings and understandings of what óhouseô and óhomeô 
might mean as you explore this passage.

How do I help my group to come together and get started with the theme? 

 

 

 
Gathering prayer  

Jesus, our friend 

(use alternate index fingers to point and tap the middle of opposite palms)

(two hands, palms up in front of you, move up and down twice)  

As we share together, 

(two hands, palms up in front of you, move one forward and one back and alternate twice)  

Pray together, 

(hands together, palm against palm, as though praying)  

Play together, 

(hands to each side, palms up, make two small circles outwards)  

And get to know you better,  

(point up with one hand)  

As children together in your family 

(one hand out, palm down in front of you, move it sideways and up in three óstepsô as though to indicate 

children of three different heights) 

AMEN 

(Two thumbs up, and bring fists slowly together to meet in front of you)  

OR  

Thank you, God, for bringing us together today.  

Help us to grow closer to you in all we do.  

Help us to speak and to listen, to learn and to grow together, 

Adventuring together with you wherever we may go.

In-person Game Room pairs 

 This weekôs games are both linked to the theme of houses. 

¶ Make pairs of cards with items that go together in different rooms of a house, 

ensuring you have enough for your group. For example: Fridge and saucepan ï 

kitchen; armchair and lamp ï sitting room or toothbrush and sink ï bathroom.  

¶ Give each person a card from the well shuffled selection. 

¶ When you give the signal to start, each person must say the name of their object 

quietly or act it out as they walk around the room. 

¶ The aim is to listen carefully and to find the other person who has an object from the 

same room as you.  

For younger groups, use pictures rather than words to make the game easier to join in with. 
To make things more challenging for older groups you could add objects that could fit into
