particularly when we enter the gates of God’s temple: “Thank him as you go through the gates into
his temple. Praise him as you stand in his temple yards.” (The temple was a series of connected
buildings on 4 sides — with a courtyard in the middle. Only priests and other temple officials were
allowed to go into the temple building itself — which is why the psalmist invited us to ‘stand in the
temple yards (courtyard).

Being an influencer is now a full-time job for some people. For others it is something that comes
about because of who they are or what they do (sports and entertainment stars, in particular). We
must always remember that we, too, may have influence on others — our family and friends. But
we are not always influenced by people, we may be influenced by the books we read, the
television and YouTube programs we watch and many companies spend a great deal of money
on advertising in order to influence us to buy their products.

Influence can be good or bad. We can choose whether or not to be influenced. If we don’'t have an
element of choice, then we are not being influenced, we are being forced or directed.
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The psalmist wants to influence us to praise God, to turn to God when making decisions and
when needing guidance — the greatest influencer of all. We are given free will so that we can
chose whether to be influenced by God or not. How does God’s influence affect your life?

If used in a mixed-age group, then young people can support younger ones in using
the gathering prayer in Faith Adventures: Children Together. If used in a youth
group, you could use this opening prayer or encourage young people to open the
session with a prayer of their own.

All mighty God,
Be with us as we learn more about you through stories and people in the Bible.
Help us to walk in your way and follow your path.

Be with us as we make decisions that affect our lives, and the lives of those around us.

Responding together
